YOU CAN PUT OUT : up to FIVE (5) items from this list (in cans, boxes, bags, bun-
dles, or automated carts).

Household trash—Bag not to exceed 85 lbs (broken toys, clothing, tools, house wares,
lawn clippings, etc.

Small appliances— light enough for one person to carry (mattresses /box springs-one
per household)

Tires—Two per household ONLY.

DO NOT PUT OUT: Recyclable Items, Cast Iron Tubs, Water Heaters or Large Ap-
pliances.

Hazardous Waste—Oil, all paint, batteries, pesticides, cleaners, etc.

No Clean Green (Clippings, branches, grass, weeds, etc)

No Sod, Tree Stumps or Concrete.
