	NEW BUSINESS

	1. Dave Griswold announced that a piece of property located at 7402 N. Crestline was sold to the City for $115,000.00 for the purpose of widening the street. Excess property will later be resold by the City.

	2. Clean Up Spokane. A meeting of the neighborhoods to discuss the allocation process for the annual clean up will take place Wednesday, February 2nd, 5:30 at the City Council Briefing Center, City Hall.

	3. North/South 395 Corridor Project. W.S.D.O.T. will be holding an open house on January 25th at Northwood Middle School at 13120 N. Pittsburg Street from 6:00 - 9:00 P.M. They will be presenting information, architectural and beautification designs, as well as projects underway.

	1. Hillyard Festival Association. Desi Bucknell reports that the H.F.A. will reconvene on February 8th, 6:30 P.M., at the Northeast Community Center. Meetings will take place every second and fourth Tuesday through out the year. The Main topic of discussion will be the upcoming ChalkArtWalk. 

	2. Market Street Market. Paul Hamilton reports that the M.S.M., now entering their third season, has become "The Port of Hillyard" as rail cars have been brought directly to the site for the purpose of loading and unloading items stored in the building by Ziegler’s, the former owners of the site. 

	3. On Saturday, January 22nd, the Rogers High School Jr. R.O.T.C. helped put the finishing touches on the CARE House, on location since June, 2004.

	4. Cliffs Auto will hold another car auction February 6th, which will be open to the public at 10:00 A.M. and should be complete by Super Bowl kick-off time.

	5. Mike Ferguson of Way Out West Auction and Ruby Street Antiques has partnered with M.S.M. and will be holding his second antiques, collectibles, and furniture auction on Thursday, February 10th. Preview begins at 10:00 A.M. and begins at 12:00 P.M. Plans are in the works to have a weekly Friday night auction at M.S.M.

	6. The Geiger Heights Correctional Facility work crew has spent over 400 hours in service at M.S.M. in the last three weeks.

	7. Pasta U.S.A. has rented storage space on site.

	8. Rogers’s baseball team will bring in a batting cage and volley ball equipment for the use of the stud ents.

	9. A full size movie screen and curtains have been aquired from the defunct Newport Cinema and will soon be installed on the grounds to become the New Rialto. The Spokane Valley Heritage Museum (www.valleyheritagecenter.org), owned and operated by Jayne Singleton, will lend vintage Rialto memorabilia.
