	GUEST SPEAKER

	CW from R.S.V.P (Retired and Senior Volunteer Program) came to speak about Spring House Greening, a program that helps out seniors and the physically challenged with household hazardous waste removal.  They are looking for volunteers to help with pick up and to pass out flyers as well as people who need pick up.  She showed a short video explaining all this. 	NEW BUSINESS

	1. Request for a new agenda format:  Luke motioned the HNC adopt a new agenda format focusing on efficient communication instead of just time management.  It involves using the first half hour of each meeting for organization reports and inviting any guest speakers to start at 7 instead of 6:30.  The motion was seconded by Sandy.  This was in response to last month’s discussion about an umbrella or hub organization to foster communication and make it easier for potential new members of organizations.  After some discussion about concern over whether or not we will be able to stick to short meetings with any and all Hillyard organizations invited to report, the consensus was we should try this new format and we can re-evaluate it later if needs be.  The motion was passed unanimously.  Luke will be working to invite Hillyard organizations to report at the next meeting.

	2. Ann-Marie’s reports:  Ann-Marie attended the Just Clusters workshop for Spokane.  She will make copies of the clusters info.  They identified 5 clusters in Spokane: Manufacturing, Tourism, Arts & Entertainment, Outdoor, Sports and Technology.  65 to 80 people attended this workshop.  2-5 people joined up to get some clusters started.  Along with that, Bill Kabilas with Intech (who is an old Hillyardite) in conjunction with EWU, SNAP, SNEDA, and various neighborhoods will be working together to foster entrepreneur training and help businesses fill in the gaps.  Ann-Marie’s business Turbo Burn will be EWU’s first guinea pig.  If you are interested, experts will help you out, at any level.  Ann-Marie will give more info later.  If you are interested contact Ann-Marie at 879-5902

	3. Content layout discussion and approval for the ONS flyer for the benefit of Hillyard.  Yes, this is the one time ALL organizations can have information sent to ALL residents of Hillyard:  We need to approve some sort of format.  Ann-Marie motioned & Luke seconded accepting Dave & Sandy’s adaptation of the previous, commonly used format.  In general everyone liked the format.  Magi asked why they couldn’t be in color, the answer being the city is paying for this and they won’t pay for color.  However Sandy said she can offer the mailer in .pdf format for anyone if they want to print it out themselves.  The concept of when to mail these 2 mailers out was discussed as having the first mailer go out right away, to be approved at the next meeting and then mailed by April 25th.  The motion was passed unanimously.  Dave & Sandy still need pictures, topics and content for the mailer.  If you would like to contribute contact Sandy.  It was decided the next mailer would be addressed in roughly 6 months depending on what other mailers are going out around Hillyard.
The question was also raised as to whether something about garbage pickup/vouchers should be put in the mailer.  Our Garbage Chairperson Paul Hamilton explained the inherent difficulties in dump passes and curb side pickup and it was decided we would table this discussion until next meeting.

4. Garbage:  In the past Paul as Garbage Chairperson has had to cover extra funds needed to take care of all Hillyard’s garbage extraction needs that flow over the allotted amount from the city.  He would prefer if this wasn’t the case and that with better contingency planning we should be able to accomplish that.  Paul also mentioned he would be happy to relinquish his chairpersonship if someone wanted to step up and take it on.  Paul reported that Hillyard picks up about 82 tons of garbage between the Hillyard Festival Association, neighbors and other events.  He also mentioned we are one of the best handled garbage committees in town, the city uses Hillyard as their example.   Paul motioned his plan for this years $5000 worth of garbage funds.  He plans, similar to previous years to get a dumpster for the Hillyard Festival Association’s (HFA) Chalk Art Walk, 2 dumpsters for the Hillyard Festival, some prepaid boxes for the parade and then using the rest of the funds for dump passes and curbside pickup, alternating between east Hillyard and west Hillyard year to year.  Brooke seconded.  Ann-Marie suggested that the HFA could/should be a financially healthy enough organization to take their own garbage needs.  She motioned an amendment to Paul’s original motion calling for the Hillyard Neighborhood Council to offer the HFA up to $1000 to take care of this year’s garbage needs with the caveat that the HFA looks in the future to alternative funding for garbage, not necessarily %100, but to be re-evaluated next year.  Maggie seconded.  There was much discussion about this.  Sandy agreed HFA should be able to cover it’s own garbage and Brooke pointed out this is how the HFA handles it’s garbage needs.  Paul pointed out HFA is a non-profit organization and taking care of their garbage needs is a good way for the HNC to support an organization that does a whole lot of good for the neighborhood.  As the amendment was ready to be called to a vote, Griz squashed it because it was too open to re-evaluation.  The original motion by Paul was then passed unanimously.  It was decided that this issue could be looked at again next year.
